“A man does what he must—in spite of personal conse-
quences, in spite of obslacles and dangers and pressures—
and thal is the basis of all human morality.”

Thus spoke John F. Kennedy in the closing chapter of
his masterful “Profiles in Courage,” a non-political book
aboul a diverse handful of American lawmakers who did
what they thought right at critical moments in our history.

1t is not given fo all men in public life lo show their
colors in the dramatic manner which lifted the likes of John
Quincy Adams, Daniel Webster, Sam Houston, Edmund G.
Ross and Robert A. Taft to the summit of political and per-
sonal courage.

We believe the banner of the universal virlue, c
is al this very moment in the hands of Evereit McKinley
Dirksen of Illinois, minorily leader of the United States
Senale.

As Russell Shaw reported in depth in last week’s Cri-
terion, the House of Representatives has passed the most
comprehensive civil rights bill in the nalion’s history.

Now comes the showdown fight, probably early in
Mareh, in the Senate. The composition, and the disposilion,
of the Senale is such that one man can assure viclory for
the sort of unwatered civil rights law the nation wanls and
needs.

According lo United Press Infernational this week, Sen-
ator Dirksen has become more friendly to key provisions
of the bill mosl bitterly opposed by southern racists,

coalition of Republicans with northern Democrats and frus-
{rale segregalionist plots to emasculate the bill.

In his long years in Congress, Senalor Dirksen has not
1 closely identified with racial issues. He has no pose
to sustain. And, in regard lo the present bill, his chief ob-
jeetion until this week has been a somewhal moderated
resislance to equal access provisions—this having stemmed,
it seems, from his espoused principles concerning free
enlerprise.

It may be that the Hlineis statesman has embraced the
view thal free enterprise cannol be separated from the gen-
eral welfare, regardless of skin color.

We hope so.

We do not doubt his political courage, and his political
acumen has been abundantly demonstrated,

Senator Dirksen now is in lhe dreadful, yet enviable,
position of being able to exhibit memorable greatness. If
he throws his weight in supporl of the House civil rights
bill, he will suffer savage abuse, to be sure.

But the abuse will be {fransient. In the hearts of fhe
majority of Americans, he will be ranked among the great
senators who unfalteringly have taken the banner of moral
principle in an hour of ¢ and emplanted it on the sum-
it of 1 demoeracy.

*A NOTICEABLE (hing in the
survey Is that while 43% of
Catholics would like to sec a
change, about (wo-lhirds of all
Catholics are obeying the law of
the Church,” Msgr. Knotl said.
"Il is also Interesting that 45%
of the tolal public do not use
contraceptives.”

“The facl thal some Catholles
are nol following the Church's
teachings in the malter of con.
traceplives is not noews in ilself,”
the monsignor continued. “Most
knowledgeable  Catholics, bath
lay and clerical, are also aware
that a percentage of olher Catho-
lies steal and commit murder
and adultery; but this is no rea-
son to recommend amendments
to the Ten Commandmenls.””
